H ello, friends! Since its start in 
1792, this Almanac has had 
only 13 editors. This is about 

to change, as yours truly, number 
13, steps aside after nearly 23 years. 

Our founder and first editor, 
Robert B. Thomas (depicted on the 
cover), stated in his first edition that 
his mission (and hence that of every 
ensuing editor) was to be “useful, 
with a pleasant degree of humor.” I 
will leave you to judge whether my 
contributions have been practical and 
amusing, but we all must acknowl-
edge that this oldest continuously 
published North American periodical 
owes its longevity also to a consider-
able degree of luck—as do I.

One of my first assignments was to 
read every edition. In so doing, I saw 
how each of my predecessors had 
made his mark. I learned, for exam-
ple, that in 1938—for reasons known 
only to himself—Roger Scaife, aka 
number 10, replaced the full weather 
forecasts with weather “averages.” 
He needed no small amount of luck 
for the publication to survive his un-
intended impact, as sales of copies 
dropped precipitously.

I thought that I had a good idea in 
2005, when I transposed the weather 
forecasts (usually in the back) with 
the Calendar Pages (always up 
front). For giving the predictions 
prominence, I expected a windfall 
of reader appreciation. Instead, 

I raised a windstorm of criticism, 
such as: “The Almanac is a calendar; 
weather should never supplant the 
calendar! Don’t you know your job?!” 
Luckily, circulation held steady and 
I endured the tempest.

Another idea that could have sunk 
me was eliminating the tide times 
and heights in 2018. Your requests 
to reinstate the data showed me once 
again how much you care about this 
annual—and that again I had been 
pushing my luck.

Fortune has thus favored me even 
from the beginning. In the moments 
between being offered this job and 
accepting it, I was told that if I had 
any fear about being number 13, 
arrangements could be made for 
someone to sit in for a while so that 
I could start as number 14 without 
qualm or trepidation. Luckily for 
me—and, I hope, for you—I declined 
that proposition. Thank you for your 
abiding loyalty, trust, enthusiasm, 
and generosity. Join me in a cheer 
to the years!

G O J I  B E R R I E S
Although they sound 
exotic and are often 
found in health food 
stores, goji berries 
(Lycium barbarum), 
a member of the 
nightshade family (thus, 

a cousin to the tomato), 
are hardy to Zones 5 to 
9 and easy to grow. They 
can be eaten fresh, juiced, 
or dried. Considered a 
“superfruit,” the berries 
are high in protein; 
antioxidants, including 
carotene; and vitamins  
A and C. 

Goji berries grow 
on long vines that can 
be staked or pruned 
into a 4- to 6-foot-tall 
shrub, if preferred. Plant 
in neutral to slightly 
alkaline soil in a sunny 

spot. If you prefer to 
grow these in a pot, make 
it at least 18 inches in 
diameter. 

Although gojis are 
drought resistant, they 
need to be watered 
thoroughly at least once 
a week in dry weather, 
particularly in the first 
year. Mulch in spring 
with compost or other 
organic matter. Plants 
bloom in late spring, with 
purple flowers followed 
by bright red-orange fruit. 
The plants are self-fertile 

(no companion needed). 
Rather than list specific 

cultivars of gojis, many 
nurseries list them simply 
as Lycium barbarum. 

Here are a few to 
consider:

Sweet Lifeberry: a 
heavy producer with a 
sprawling shrub form

‘Crimson Star’ and 
‘Phoenix Tears’: heavy 
producers that begin 
bearing fruit 1 to 2 years 
after planting but reach 
full production only after  
3 to 5 years     (continued)

garden by tuck-
ing in fruit, veg-

etables, and herbs. Here’s a 
three-season garden idea 
for an area that receives sun 
all day long.

In this design, small 
plants weave around 

shrubs. The ‘Northstar’ 
cherry at one end is limbed 
up to 6 feet so that scarlet 
runner beans can climb the 
trunk. The scarlet flowers 
are great for decorating 
and flavoring a green salad. 
At the other end is an 
American cranberry, whose 
berries can be made into 

preserves. Sunflowers  
flank the forsythia—the 
only inedible plant included 
here—which provides  
a background of early-
spring color.

Front-and-center is an 
apron of pattypan squash, 
whose flowers and fruit 
are both edible. Tucked 

around the shrubs are two 
hot pepper plants, which 
change color as the  
season progresses. The 
Swiss chard, the golden 
sage and oregano, and  
the bright light-green of 
lettuce all provide changing 
colors as well.

SOWING AND TRANSPLANTING TIPS

• Sow hills of scarlet runner beans in front of and on both sides of the 
cherry trunk. Thin to one plant in each hill, and train to grow up the trunk.
• Sow Swiss chard seeds indoors in pots or plant seeds in the ground as 
soon as the soil can be worked. Seedlings show their stem colors early; 
transplant or thin to get the colors of choice.
• Sow the seeds of ‘Dwarf Bees’ bush beans evenly over the area shown.
• Sow lettuce seeds every 3 weeks to refresh the plants after harvest.

arth’s climate is 
changing faster 
now than at any 
point in recorded 

history. The impacts of 
changing temperature 
and precipitation pat-
terns can be seen glob-
ally and include, in many 
locations, an earlier end to 
winter weather. Although 
an earlier onset of spring 
conditions brings benefits 
(e.g., a quicker reprieve 
from icy roads and shovel-
ing sidewalks), across the 
United States and Canada 
warmer springs are pushing 
many plants and animals 
to emerge from dormancy 

or hibernation earlier—in 
some cases several weeks 
earlier—than they have in 
previous decades, result-
ing in consequences that 
we are only beginning to 
understand.

CHRONICLING CHANGE
Historical records of 
first-in-season leaf-out 
or flowering or initial 
appearances of migratory 
birds are some of our best 
sources of information 
for understanding how 
flora and fauna have 
changed in recent years. 
From comparing recent 
observations to these 

records, we know that 
many plants and animals 
have shifted the timing 
of their seasonal activity 
in response to warmer 
springs. However, as you 
will see, these changes 
are not consistent across 
species or locales.

In Grand Tetons National 
Park, Wyoming, dozens 
of plants are flowering 
noticeably earlier than 
they did in the 1970s, 
when local biologist 
Frank Craighead carefully 
recorded springtime events. 
Phlox is now flowering 
over a month earlier, 
balsamroot and yellow bells 

are in flower nearly 3 weeks 
earlier, and serviceberry 
flowering has advanced by 
2 weeks. The clear driver 
behind these shifts is 
springtime temperatures 
and the associated earlier 
snowmelt. However, not 
every species in this region 
is responding by flowering 
earlier: Chokecherry trees 
still flower in mid-June, just 
like they did in the 1970s. 

Observations of 
springtime plant and 
animal activity collected 
by Aldo Leopold and his 
family at their property in 
Sand County, Wisconsin, 
tell a similar story. 

Aldo’s eldest daughter, 
Nina Leopold Bradley, 
documented the timing of 
the first bloom of spring 
wildflowers and the arrival 
of migratory birds in 
dozens of species in the 
1970s, ’80s, and ’90s and 
compared her records 
to those that her father 
had kept of these events 
in the 1930s and ’40s. Of 
55 springtime events that 
Nina evaluated, 19 had 
occurred notably earlier in 
recent decades, including 
the flowering of forest 
phlox and baptisia and the 
spring arrival of eastern 
phoebes and rose-breasted 

grosbeaks. However, many 
other markers, including 
the flowering of slender 
penstemon and St. John’s 
wort and the arrival of 
fox sparrows and eastern 
towhees, did not show 
advancement over  
this period. 

An inability to undergo 
leaf-out or flowering earlier 
in the season in response 
to increasing temperatures 
generally spells danger for 
plants. Records collected by 
Henry David Thoreau in 

the 1850s and more recent-
ly resampled by research-
ers at Boston University 
have revealed that species 
such as St. John’s wort and 
Indian pipes, which have 
not advanced the timing 
of their springtime activ-
ity since Thoreau observed 
them, are becoming far less 
common in the landscape, 
while yellow sweet clover, 
Pennsylvania smartweed, 
and black swallow-wort, 
which have advanced their 
flowering times steadily 

with increasing tempera-
tures, are not decreasing in 
abundance.

TIMING TRAVEL
Spring-migrating animals 
that depend on plants and 
insects as a food resource 
are feeling the impacts of 
shifts in springtime activity. 
Birds that migrate long 
distances (e,g., from the 
tropics) to their breeding 
grounds in North America 
typically determine when to 
fly north by the angle of the 
Sun. Because the Sun angle 
is not affected by a warm-
ing climate, these birds are 
arriving at approximately
